Defendantsjointly and severally, ever had, presently have, may have, or claim or adsaveto
or hereinafter have, may have, or claim or assert to have, agkriéird with respect tahe
Death Benefibr otherwise in connection with tiRolicy againstHartford

3. Hartford shall be, and hereby is, dismissed from the almay#ioned action with
prejudice, and any and all claims agaiHsirtford relating to the Death Benefir otherwise in
connection with thePolicy shall be, and the same hereby are, dismissed with prejudice and
without further costs or fees to any party; and

4.  Jurisdiction over this action shall be retained on the Court’'s docket for resolution
of defendantscrossclaims to the funds depositeg Hartford and distribution thereof.
