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PER CURIAM.

The petition for writ of mandamus is granted. Within 30 days, the circuit
court shall either enter an order denying relief, or if it determines that the pending

petition for writ of habeas corpus states a prima facie claim, shall issue an order to

show cause why relief should not be granted. Because we are confident that the



circuit court will comply with this directive, we withhold formal issuance of the
writ.
