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PER CURIAM. 
 

Wilbon appeals the denial of his unsworn rule 3.800(a) motion to 
correct illegal sentence which claims a discrepancy between the written 
sentence and oral pronouncement.  We affirm the denial, but without 
prejudice to Wilbon seeking relief pursuant to rule 3.850, if time allows.  
See Covell v. State, 891 So. 2d 1132 (Fla. 4th DCA 2005); Campbell v. 
State, 718 So. 2d 886 (Fla. 4th DCA 1998).
