Respondent appeals the district court order of February 11, 2003, finding by clear and convincing evidence he is seriously mentally impaired. See Iowa Code § 229.1(15) (2003).  On May 29, 2003, the district court dismissed the commitment proceeding, rendering the issue on appeal moot. See In re M.T., 625 N.W.2d 702, 705 (Iowa 2001).  Consequently, we dismiss the appeal.
