VOGEL, J.

Bolden appeals his written guilty plea for possession of marijuana, a serious misdemeanor in violation of Iowa Code section 124.410.  Bolden asserts on appeal that his written guilty plea should be withdrawn because the district court failed to conduct an in-court colloquy with Bolden prior to accepting his plea.  We review for corrections of errors at law.  Iowa R. App. P. 6.4.

Because Bolden did not file a motion in arrest of judgment pursuant to Iowa R. Crim. P. 2.24(3)(a), but specifically waived in his written plea his right to challenge his guilty plea, his claim has not been preserved.  See State v. Barnes, 652 N.W.2d 466, 468 (Iowa 2002).  AFFIRMED.
