MAHAN, P.J.

Pedro Damian Casillas-Salsedo appeals from his sentence following his plea of guilty to delivery of methamphetamine, less than five grams.  He contends the district court abused its discretion when it failed to state its reasons for denying a waiver of the one-third mandatory minimum sentence pursuant to Iowa Code section 901.10(1) (2003).  We conclude the court did not abuse its discretion in sentencing Casillas-Salsedo because it gave adequate reasons for the sentence it imposed.  The court is not required to give its reasons for rejecting particular sentencing options.  State v. Thomas, 547 N.W.2d 223, 225 (Iowa 1996).  Accordingly, we affirm.
