A mother appeals from the juvenile court order terminating her parental rights to one of her children.  AFFIRMED.

SACKETT, C.J.

Barbi, the mother of one-year-old Amity, appeals from the juvenile court order terminating her parental rights under Iowa Code sections 232.116(1)(e), (h), and (l) (2005).  She states no legal issues on appeal in her petition.  She appears to argue Amity could be returned to her care or, alternatively, the court should have given her three months to demonstrate she is able to care for Amity.


Iowa Code section 232.116(1)(e)(3) requires proof a parent “ha[s] not maintained significant and meaningful contact with the child during the previous six consecutive months and ha[s] made no reasonable efforts to resume care of the child despite being given the opportunity to do so.”  Barbi does not challenge the proof of this ground and does not argue she has maintained significant and meaningful contact.  We, like the juvenile court find clear and convincing evidence supports termination on this ground.


We need not address Barbi’s challenge to termination under section 232.116(1)(h).  See In re S.R., 600 N.W.2d 63, 64 (Iowa Ct. App. 1999) (holding we may affirm on any one ground cited by the juvenile court).


The juvenile court also terminated Barbi’s parental rights under section 232.116(1)(l).  She does not mention this section in her petition and does not argue the State did not prove this ground.  Any challenge to termination on this ground is waived.  Iowa R. App. P. 6.14(1)(c).


We affirm the termination of Barbi’s parental rights to Amity under Iowa Code sections 232.116(1)(e) and (l).


AFFIRMED.
