914

has expired,   is an application for postconviction relief .     State

v.    Counterman,    475 So . 2d 336,    339    ( La.    1985) .       However,    the

request for an out- of- time appeal must be filed within the time

period provided for the filing of postconviction relief .      See

La .   Code Crim.   P.   art.   930 . 8 ( A) .     The defendant' s conviction was

final in 2007 . The defendant failed to assert any of the
exceptions to the time limitation set forth in Article 930 . 8 .

Thus,    the application for postconviction relief filed in 2013

was untimely.
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
