Accordingly, the trial court’s ruling ordering the Louisiana
Public Defender Board to pay the sum of $15,600.00 to the local
Iberia Parish Indigent Defender Board for the mitigation expert
in Wilbert Thibedeaux’s case within fifteen days 1s reversed,
and the matter 1s remanded to the trial court for further
proceedings.
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
