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The Minnesota Board of Law Examiners has recommended that certain

amendments be made to the Student Practice Rules to remove the requirement from

Rules 1.02, 2.02, and 3 .02 that students certified under those rules attend a law school in

Minnesota and to conform Rules 1.05,2.05, and 3.05 accordingly. The Court has

considered the proposed amendments and concluded that the nature of these

administrative amendments does not necessitate a period for public comment.

The court being fully advised in the premises,

IT IS HEREBY ORDERED THAT:

1. The attached amendments to the Student Practice Rules be, and the same

are, prescribed and promulgated to be effective immediately.

2. The Student Practice Rules, as amended, shall be posted on the website of

the Minnesota State Board of Law Examiners and the Lawyer Registration page on the

website of the Minnesota Judicial Branch.
