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ON CONSENT TO REMITTITUR

Before QUINN, CJ., and CAMPBELL and HANCOCK, JJ.

Appellee, Gary F. Prescott, has timely filed with this Court his consent to
remittitur as suggested by this Court’s order dated October 11, 2013. See Duncan v.
